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he Chinese D_i-\_nrislo.n'ca'l_endar is based on the
quarterly system of three months each. The
quarter actually starts on the following dates: .

Summer 5 June
“Winter —'SDec.

Spring 5 March
Fall 5 Sept.

If the 5is a weekend, classes will begin the followmg_
Monday. :

Registration for each quarter starts 2 warking days
prior to the start of classes. The add/drop period is 5
working days after the start date. Students may
register until the add/drop deadline. The following
documents are required for admission:

« Acompleted application form

« A study plan, including a statement of study
goals, details of Chinese language ability, and
reasons for wanting to study Mandarin

« A photocopy of applicant's highest academic
diploma

« A transcript (in Chinese or English) of the
highest education

« A certificate of good general health, including
the results of a chest X-ray examination (not the
actual x-ray negative) and of a blood test
showing that the applicant is free from any
infectious diseases (including AIDS and sexually-
transmitted diseases), signed by a certified
physician. The certificate must be issued less
than six months prior to the start of the term. The
Language Center does not provide standardized
health forms, The certificate can also be
obtained in Taiwan, but in all cases it has to be in
either English or Chinese.
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oreigners who are interested in studying
Mandarin Chinese, including reading, writing,

speaking and listening are welcome to the Chinese

Division. A high school diploma and a foreign
passport are the only prerequisites to apply.
Applications should be submitted minimum six weeks
prior to the start of the term. Students who have
studied Mandarin Chinese before will take a
placement test to determine their course level.

Currently, our Chinese Division offers Mandarin
courses at 10 levels. In addition to the 4-skill
Mandarin course, we offer courses in Taiwanese,
Simplified Characters, Word Processing, Chinese
Literature, Business Chinese, Chinese Philosophy and
Chinese History and Culture. Both the Chinese
Phonetic System (bpmf) and Pinyin Romanization are
used in our teaching materials. Each student is
required to take a minimum of 10 hours a week,
consisting of the required course of that level and
elective courses. You can take up to a maximum of 16
hours per week, without any change to the tuition.
Besides the language courses, the Language Center
also requires each student to take three cultural
courses per term. When a student has met all criteria,
a Certificate of Completion will be awarded.

Besides the regular classes and the cultural courses,
there are a lot of other activities for Language Center
students:
. cultural trip each term
. on-campus contest (singing, skits, Christmas
show, etc.)
. monthly film with expert analysis
. yearly T-shirt design contest
. International Cultural Week
. university sponsored luncheons (Chinese New
Year, Dragon Boat Festival, Moon Festival)




« At least one letter of recommendation by the
applicant's present or former Chinese teacher.
Those who have not studied Chinese before
should enclose an English letter of
recommendation by their present or former
teachers.

« 2recent passport photos

All submitted documents, except for the diploma and
the passport, should be originals. Once submitted,
none of these documents will be returned.

Registering students will receive an Admission
Approval that they have to use for visa application to
enter Taiwan.
